A large and romantic house, as yet unbuilt,
vhich Mr, Wright has designed for G. M. Loeb at Redding,
Connecticut, will be exhibited in the form of a complete
end accurate scale model., The model, made by the archi-
fect himself, measures about six by thirteen feet, and
its roofs are removeble for inspection of furnished in-
teriors. The projected house includes guest quarters
end caretakers cottage as well as the main residence.

Oct., 6 DESIGNED FOR CHILDREN, to be shown in the Young
People's Gallery, hes been created in response to requests
from parents and teschers for pilctures, toys, games and
ort equipment for children of all ages. It will present
suitable color prints, jig-saw puzzles made from modern
palntings, toys, art equipment such as art sets for home
end outdoors, easel tables, unit furniture and even a
sccle model of a practical art room for schools. All the

meterial has been developed and tested by the Educational
Program,

Sept. 15 NEW PHOTOGRAPHERS. This exhibition has been
orepered by the Museum's Photography Department for the
Circulating Exhibitions Deportment which will send it on
tour after its initial showing here. The exhibition will
be & cross sectlon of present trends in photography. Most
of the 17 photographers whose works arc included have not
previously exhibited at the Museum. A variety of aporocches
to the medium will be shown and a feature will be the in-
clusion of kodachrome eslides which will be projected

during the exhibition.
