For his work in connection 

with the recuperation of art looted by the Nazis he was decorated by 

the French Government with the Legion of Honor and was made an Officer 

of the Order of Orange Nassau by the Netherlands. 

He is the author of English Painters, Hogarth to Constable, and 

he has assembled Important catalogs on Burchfield, Maillol, British 

Contemporary Painters and Industrial Design.
