Swiss street display, with 4 typical free-standing telephone boxes
plestered with posters.

Walls will show identical posters pasted side
by side to make a repeat pattern, as is done on billboards in Switzere

land where standards for size and display are regulated.

In style the posters range from surrealist to straight illustration

Mostly prize-winners in Switzerland, they were designed by a number of
modern Swiss masters of poster design including: Donald Brun, Hans Erni,

Herbert Leupin, Richard Lohse and Carlo Vivarelli, Several early 20th-~

century examples will be included so that the visitor can trace the
development of the modern Swliss poster,

The posters were selected from a traveling exnibition of "Pro
Helvetia," a Swis: government institution, and were brought to this

country through the generosity of Mr. Willard B. Golovin of New York.

Much o*
the material will be shown in other cities later this year by the

irarican Federation of Arts.
