Professor Wind was formerly deputy director of the War­

burg Institute in London. He was Professor of Art at the 

University of Chicago and Trowbridge Lecturer at Yale Uni­

versity, In 19^2 he gave a series of fitre leotures at the Mu­

seum of Modern Art on "The Tradition of Symbols in Modern Art," 

and in 1950 he took part in a panel discussion at the Museum 

on "Aspects of the Art of Paul Klee."
