Based on l6th and 17th century Japanese 
prototypes which have long been regarded as particularly relevant 
to modern western architecture, the house consists of two large 
rooms, several galleries and verandas, attached pavilions for the 
kitchen, tea house and bath, as well as a garden and a large pool.
