THE CAPTAIN FROM KOEPENICK (1956), directed by Helmut KSutner, and adapted 

by KSutner and Carl Zuckmayer from Zuckmayer fs stage classic,is :a satire on militarism 

and authoritarian society.Wilhelid/Voi'gt,a Berlin cobbler whose existence is jeopardizec 

by lack of official papers, dons an old captain's uniform, arrests the mayor of 

Koepenick, and makes off with the municipal cash box. This moment of magnificence 

brings him a pardon by the Kaiser and the necessary papers - in time for the last 

few years of his life.
