Ameriea. Experimental and industrial packaging will be shown along with some |
familiar packages found on grocery shelves, in drug stores, hardware stores and :
department stores.

Examples of the outstanding contributions of graphic and industrial
designers as well as of engineers to modern packaging will be shown, with emphasis
on the imaginative use of new and o0ld materials., Folding cardboard cartons, col-

lapsible tubes, plastic squeeze bottles, spun foam cocoons, metal and glass boxes

and cloth and paper bags will all be included. In scope the exhibition will range
from wrapping paper to a 370 cubic foot rubber container.
The exhibition is under the direction of Mildred Constantine, Associate

Curator in the Department of Architecture and Design at the Museum of Modern Art,
°nd Arthur Drexler, director of the Department. An illustrated catalog will be
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published at the time of the show.
