o photography. Students, through discussion of their own work brought to each session,
i1l be encouraged to discover new shapes and meanings in the world around them. Tech-
hique will be discussed in relation to individual need for more complete creative express-
ion, rather than as an end in itself. A basis femiliarity with the camera as a working
t00l is advisable for those taking the course.

Mrs. Zane, whose work has been exhibited at the Museum of Modern Art and at the
Museum of the City of New York, is primarily a magazine photographer currently working
for national publications, adverticing agencies and housing authorities. She was selected
