To document the Xlth Olympic games of 1936 in Ber l in , Leni Riefenstahl and her 

corps of cameramen regis tered over a mi l l ion feet of f i lm, much of i t in slow mo­

tion. From Leicas t o huge te lescopic cameras, every kind of apparatus was used, 

often concealed in p i t s , operated underwater, mounted on e l e c t r i c a l l y propelled 

tracks, on t r ave l ing cranes, ca r s , boa ts , bal loons . Out of tha t footage, t h i s film 

was composed, issued in 1938 in two p a r t s , prepared in four languages and in several 

versions. Beyond i t s beauty and i n t e r e s t as a spor ts record, olympia perpetuates 

a singular re fu ta t ion of Nazi racial, theory, for Jesse Owens, and not H i t l e r , i s 

the inevi table hero . 

Richard Gr i f f i th , Curator of the Film Library, regards Miss Riefenstahl as 

na t a l en t which we must, however r e luc t an t ly , recognize as one of the most b r i l l i a n t 

ever t o be concerned with f i l m s . . .

The scene she surveyed so powerfully was ob l i te ra ted with the des t ruct ion of the 
i 

swastika atop the stadium at Nuremburg by American artillery. But the ideological 

artillery of America has yet to demonstrate that it can destroy, by matching, the 

psychic world which she created out of nothing with camera and shears. Nazi Germany 

is no more, but the challenge stands."
