The exhibition was organized in response to a number of requests from European 

and Israeli museums* These requests were stimulated in great part by the enthusiastic 

reception tendered to earlier shows of American painting and sculpture touring Europe 

between 195^ and I960* The desire was then created for an exhibition of drawings of 

comparable quality which would reveal the basis for the most significant accomplish­

ments of contemporary American art* For many institutions in these countries Modern 

American Drawings will be the first exhibition presenting American art of the present* 

Twenty-five private collectors, 10 galleries,and 5 museums and institutions have lent 

works to the exhibition* 

The "Festival of Two Worlds" was founded by Gian Carlo Menotti in 1958* Modern 

American Drawings will be the only part of the Festival devoted to the graphic arts; 

other events are devoted to music, the dance and drama*
