FIFTEEN POLISH PAINTERS. An exhibition of 75 paintings by the leading 
contemporcry Polish painters who have received international recognition 
in the important biennials of Venice, Sao Paulo and Paris. As an import­
ant cultural exchange project carried out on a non-official basis, the 
Museum under the auspices of its Department of Circulating Exhibitions, 
offers the first comprehensive exhibition of postwar Polish Art in this 
country.
