The Forty-six under Thirty-five exhibit ion i s an experiment which i t i s hoped will 

demonstrate the extraordinary var ie ty and v i t a l i t y of the younger generat ion. Several 

na t ional i t ies and many races wil l he represented, ..unong the exhibi tors are French, 

Russian, German, English, Swiss, Spanish, Roumanian, I t a l i a n , horn as well as Americans© 

.-unong the l a s t are included Mexicans and American Indians . 

Several hundreds of worthy younger pa in ters and sculptors have been necessarily 

omitted, including many who are unquestionably be t t e r known than some of those in the 

exhibition. They may expect to be included in future exhib i t ions , since the Museum 

hopes to repeat the Under Thir ty-f ive exhibit ion i n future years , providing i t meets 

with success t h i s year© Part of the program of the exhibit ion i s to show the work of 

some a r t i s t s who are p rac t i ca l ly unknown in Ne.r York as well as those who have won an 

established reputa t ion . 

No pa r t i cu la r school or hase of contemporary paint ing i s especia l ly favored since 

i t i s found that ariJjlsts are moving in amazingly varied d i rec t ion^ . * 

The speqial exhibi t ion of Early Watercolors by Charles Bur^afield ohoiaird ppaiy» of 

3»cma»toMo i n t e r e s t . Before the f a r , a t the age of twenty-three and while he was s t i l l 

ignorant of modern movements, Burchfield produced expressionist work of remarkable 

originali ty and very different from h is more recent and b e t t e r known r e a l i s t i c manner. 

The Museum's fourth exhibi t ion of paint ings by KfUE V/eber and Paul KLee and sculpture 

by I.Iaillol and Lehmbruck aroused considerable in te res t and controversy. Over 15,000 

People attended during the three weeks. Of t h i s number only 530 came in the eveningo 

The public i s urged to attend the g a l l e r i e s in the evening when they are l ea s t crowded 

so that the Museum may continue to avoid charging admissionfas was necessary during the 

third exhibition}.
