the exhibition of twelve unconventional instruments which has been on view

at The Museum of Modern Art, originally scheduled to close early in December,

has been extended until January 23, The instruments, developed during the
past twelve years by the French sculptor, Frangois Baschet, and his brother
Bernard, a professional sound engineer, have been recognized here and abroad
for their aesthetic qualities as "structures" as well as for their unusual
sound qualities.

The exhibition, directed by Ludwig Glaeser, Associate Curator of the
Museum's Department of Architecture and Design, opened October 5. Individual
earphones in the gallery make it possible for the public to listen to a
recording of music composed for the instruments.
