The exhibition of recent acquisitions contains 70 works dating from I908 through 

196^ by 68 artists from 20 countries. It was selected and Installed by Dorothy C. 

Miller, Curator of Huseum Collections, from a larger group, the rest of which will 

be shown later this year in small special eadiibltions. 

The current exhibition illustrates the variety of «:yle, intent, medium and 

subject matter Which characterises the art of our tine. Usually about half the 

acquisitions are purchases, half gifts. Kany of the gifts have been solicited; 

that is, the MAseum has sought out a donor for a painting or sculpture it has 

already selected. Other gifts have been proposed by donors themselves who frequently 

permit the Huseum its choice from the work of a living artist. Unlike many museums. 

The Museum of Modem Art has no funds from endowments or from budgeted income for 

buying painting and sculpture.
