The Art Center, directed by Victor D'Amico and sponsored by the affiliated
Institute of Modern Art, has four studios and two workshops, and an exhibition hall
for rotating shows of work from art schools in various parts of this country and
abroad. A resesgch center contains a visual and reading reference library for

students and scholars.
