The Junior Council of The Museun of Modem Art announced today a series of FOUR SPECIAL 

EVENINGS FOR COLLEGE STUDENTS. On Fridays, October 25, November 8, November 22, and 

December 6, the Museum will be open from 7:30 to 11:00 p.m. only to college and university 

students. There will be film showings, special events involving audience participation, 

and poetry readings, in addition to the regular exhibitions. The entire Museum, including 

the Bookstore, will be open. 

A subscription ticket for four admissions to the Museum for these evenings is 

available to college students for $4.00, l/3 less than regular admission, and can be 

purchased at the Museum by presenting a college identification card. The ticket which 

is valid for four admissions can be used by one student for single admissions on each 

of the student nights, or by four different students on one of the evenings, or in any 

combination for any of the student evenings. Regular single admission tickets for $1.50 

will also be sold at the door on those evenings, and Student Members of the Museum will 

be admitted free as usual. 

On the evening of October 25, James Waring and John Herbert MacDowell will present 

a lecture-demonstration-improvisation of music, props, and dance involving the audience. 

There will be poetry readings in the Garden Restaurant and two screenings of Carl-Theodor 

Dryer's The Passion of Joan of Arc at 7:̂ 5 and 900 p.m. 

The Museum galleries of painting and sculpture, architecture and design, drawings 

and prints, and photography will be open. The temporary exhibitions on view that evening 

will be Architecture of Museums: Photo{>raphs by Paul Caponigro; paintings, sculpture, 

drawings, prints, and illustrated books by Jean Dubuffet; film stills illustrating the 

acting career of Greta Garbo; and a 36-foot long construction entitled "Soundings" by 

Robert Rauschenberg.
