Wednesdays films are also shown at noon, and on Saturdays at 11:30 a.m., 3 and 5:30

p.m. Regular admission for adults is $1.50, for individual students, T5 cents.

Among the current shows on view, in addition to selections from the Museum

collections, are Jean Dubuffet at The Museum of Modern Art, Architecture of Museums,

Photographs by Paul Caponigro, Garbo Film Stills, Rauschenberg's "Soundings," and

the films of Ernst Lubitsch.
