Under the direction of Ed Bland, this final concert of the JAZZ IN THE GARDEN 

series will run from 7:30 to 9:30 p.m. Admission is $1.00 plus the regular Museum 

entrance fee ($1.75, members free). Tickets go on sale the Saturday before the con­

cert, and are available until concert time. The Garden Restaurant is open for re­

freshments and cushions are available for listening comfort. In case of rain, the 

concert is cancelled.
