As one of its first activities of the fall, The Museum of Modern Art has
initiated a continuous year-long program of video work, weekdays from noon to
2:00. PROJECTS: VIDEO I, which runs through the month of October, consists of
work by the artists Vito Acconci, Linda Benglis, Robert Morris, Richard Serra,
Keith Sonnier, and William Wegman. The tapes are shown in a special section of
the Auditorium Gallery.

The first selection was made by Jennifer Licht, Associate Curator of Painting
and Sculpture, who originally chose them to accompany the exhibition she directed,

Some Recent American Art, now touring Australia and New Zealand under the auspices
