Each section is conveniently thumb-indexed.

Included in GREAT ADDRESSES are Charles Eames' house in Santa
Monica, Casa Mild in Barcelona by Antoni Gaudi, Philip'Johnson's
Glass House in New Canaan, Villa Savoye by Le Corbusier, and
Falling Water by Frank Lloyd Wright. Marcel Breuer, Walter Gropius,
Louis I. Kahn, Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, Gerrit Rietveld, and
Moshe Safdie, are among the other renowned architects represented.
