The party is given in honor of prominent Mexicans who came 

to New York to attend the opening of the Museum'a current summer 

exhibition Twenty Centuries of Mexican Art. As part of the enter­

tainment in connection with the party two Mexican guitar soloists 

brought from Mexico City for the special concerts of Mexican music, 

held twice daily in the Museum's auditorium, will perform. At 5:30 

o'clock the Chorus of Sixteen Voices of the National Music League 

will sing a selection from the series of concerts being offered in 

conjunction with the Mexican exhibition.
