Bruce Brubaker is a graduate of The Juilliard School, where he received 

his bachelor and master of music degrees, studying piano with Jacob Lateiner, 

chamber music with Felix Galimir, and analysis with Milton Babbitt. A native 

of Iowa, he has performed at Alice Tully Hall, Lincoln Center; the Isabella 

Stewart Gardner Museum, Boston; and the Tanglewood Music Center, Massachusetts, 

as well as on numerous regional radio programs. He has received several 

prestigious awards, including the Thirtieth American Music Scholarship 

International Competition, the National Federation of Music Clubs Young Artist 

Auditions, and the Gina Bachauer Memorial Fellowship from Duke University. 

In addition to his distinguished accomplishments as a performer, he has taught 
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at Montclair College and The Juilliard School. Mr. Brubaker is currently 

working on his doctorate at The Juilliard School.
