SPANISH DANCERS, FOLK SINGER, BAGPIPER, GUITARIST 

TO APPEAR IN COFFEE CONCERT AT MUSEUM OF MODERN ART 

As the third in its series of Coffee Concerts, the Museum of Modern Art 

Kill present an entire Spanish program, Review Iberica, on Viecinesday, May 14, at 

9 P. Mi Spanish folk songs and old ballads will be sung by Sofia Novoa, accompanied 

only by tambourin or castanets. These songs, collected and arranged by Miss Novoa, 

have not been heard before in this country. Martinez and Antonita, dancers of 

Spanish flamencos, and of Andalusian, Castilian and other regional types, will also 

be featured. 

The Gaiteros, a group of Spanish peasant musicians, will be headed by a 

bagpiper, Jose Belion—the only known Gaitero in Now York. The Sp&nish bagpipe is 

of Celtic originj it has a smaller bag and only one horn instead of three. The 

accompaniment is made up of a bass drum (bombo), a trap drum (tambourile) and two 

dancers. Also appearing on the program is Jcronimo Villarino, the only known 

flamenco singer-guitarist in the United States. Oriental in character and suggest­

ing Moorish influence, flamenco folk music is sung and played on the guitar mainly 

in th^ south of Spain.
