To be assembled and d i ­

rected by Dorothy C. M i l l e r , Curator of the Museum C o l l e c t i o n s , who 

is a l so preparing an accompanying cata log t o contain statements by 

the a r t i s t s , the e x h i b i t i o n w i l l show the work of 11 p a i n t e r s , 3 

sculptors and the master of "lumia." Like a number of preceding 

Museum shows, t h i s e x h i b i t i o n w i l l c o n s i s t of a s e r i e s of 15 small 

one-man shows wi th considerable space devoted to each, a method of 

presentation which the Museum has long found e f f e c t i v e in demon­

strating ind iv idual achievement* 

Approximately ha l f the works are a b s t r a c t , represent ing a trend 

that i s genera l ly considered dominant in mid-century American art* 

This category inc ludes work by the pa in ters Rothko, S t i l l * much of 

Pollock, Tomlin and Corbett; by the "lumia" a r t i s t , Wil fred, and by 

the sculptor LIppold. Some of the a r t i s t s in "Fif teen Americans" 

evoke v i v i d a s s o c i a t i o n s with the objec t ive world even when dea l ing 

primarily wi th abstract forms: Baziotes and Polloclfc 1& eom& of h i s 

l*fce#t p i c t u r e * , and the.ftculptors-Ferber and Kles ler .The work of c e r ­

tain pa inters - Dickinson, Rose, Katzman - i s r e l a t e d to the world 

the a r t i s t sees about him and h i s imaginative r e a c t i o n to i t . The 

work of Glasco and Kriesberg seems to f a l l between these l a t t e r two 

groups. 

Lumia i s the name given to the art of l i g h t developed by Thomas 

Wilfred some years ago, in which moving forms and co lors are pro­

jected on a screen by a spec ia l l i g h t - g e n e r a t i a g instrument. During 

the period of the e x h i b i t i o n , there w i l l bo d a i l y lumia pro jec t ions 

in the Museum's Auditorium from 1:30 to 2?30 p.m. 
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
