Marilyn Monroe is
perfectly cast as an affianced
showgirl who's cleverer than she
lets on. 91 min.

Bus Stop. 1956. USA. Directed by
Joshua Logan. A nightclub singer
(Marilyn Monroe) dreams of a
new life in Hollywood, but her
plans are derailed by a lovestruck
cowboy. 96 min.

The Misfits. 1961. USA. Directed
by John Huston. Written by
Arthur Miller, this was the final
film for both Marilyn Monroe and
Clark Gable. 125 min.

Isadora. 1968. Great Britain.
Directed by Karel Reisz. Vanessa
Redgrave stars as the dancer
Isadora Duncan. 131 min.

October. 1927. USSR. Directed
by Sergei Eisenstein. Eisenstein’s
grandly orchestrated film of the
Russian Revolution is one of his
most ambitious attempts to
embody his theories of montage.
103 min.

Hollywood

this series takes a focused

look at onscreen gender norms
and alternative models of sexual
identity. All films are from the US,
unless otherwise noted.

The Good Fairy. 1935. Directed
by William Wyler. In this comedy,
precocious orphan Margaret
Sullavan attracts three men
whose interests are by turn
lustful, paternal, and romantic.

The Scarlet Empress. 1934.
Directed by Josef von Sternberg.
Marlene Dietrich shines as a
desperately unhappy young
Catherine the Great.

Diary of a Lost Girl. 1929.
Germany. Directed by G. W.
Pabst. Teenager Louise Brooks is
sent to a reformatory after being
raped and impregnated by her
father’s colleague.

Marked Woman. 1937. Directed
by Lloyd Bacon. Bette Davis
stars as an empowered nightclub
hostess who stands up to her
abusive and nefarious boss.

Clash by Night. 1952. Directed
by Fritz Lang. Barbara Stanwyck
gives a gritty performance as a
working-class woman facing a
choice between a compromising
marriage and her sexual desires.

Sylvia Scarlett. 1935. Directed
by George Cukor. Katharine
Hepburn chops off her braids and
transforms from Sylvia to
“Sylvester” before setting off to
travel with her criminal father.

Female Trouble. 1974. Directed
by John Waters. Holy terror
Dawn Davenport (Divine) sets off



on a depraved, lifelong path of
crime and chaos.

In aLonely Place. 1950. Directed
by Nicholas Ray. Gloria Grahame’s
talent for enduring the company
of unstable men—Humphrey
Bogart in this case—made her a
feminine icon.

Ganja & Hess. 1973. Directed

by Bill Gunn. Gunn’s artfully
ambitious vampire film sensually
merges genre conventions and
African cultural references.

Midnight. 1939. Directed by
Mitchell Leisen. This Cinderella-
inspired screwball classic drops
a penniless Claudette Colbert in
Paris.

A Free Soul. 1931. Directed by
Clarence Brown. Norma Shearer
holds her own with Lionel
Barrymore, Clark Gable, and
Leslie Howard.

What Price Hollywood? 1932.
Directed by George Cukor.
Constance Bennett starsin a
pre-Code take on the “a star is
born” formula.

Gun Crazy. 1950. Directed by
Joseph H. Lewis. The film'’s
alternate title—Deadly Is the
Female—signals just what its
protagonist is up against as
he goes on a crime spree with
his sharp-shooting girlfriend.

Roberto
Gavaldon: Night
Falls in Mexico

MoMA presents the films of
Roberto Gavaldon, perhaps the
most profoundly noir of Mexico’s
epoca de oro directors. All films
are from Mexico and directed

by Gavaldon.

Rosauro Castro. 1950. When a
rural political boss is implicated
in the death of a political
reformer, his reign over his
nameless village is threatened.
83 min.

La barraca. 1945. An immigrant
family in Spain struggles to
establish their own small farm.
110 min.

El socio. 1946. An ambitious
young man discovers that having
a fake business partner makes
his deal-making easier—if the
partner has an Anglo-Saxon
name. 106 min.

Enla palma de tu mano (In the
Palm of Your Hand). 1951. A
fraudulent fortune teller uses the
secrets of his female clientele for
blackmail, while at the same time
he is the pawn of a treacherous
widow. 113 min.

La otra (The Other One). 1946.
In this distinctly Mexican variant
of the Evil Twin plot, Dolores del
Rio plays a meek manicurist and
her mercenary, man-eating
sister. 98 min.

La diosa arrodillada (The
Kneeling Goddess). 1947. An
artist model leads a man away
from the arms of his innocent
wife and down, down into the
ecstatic depths of degradation.
107 min.

La noche avanza (Night Falls).
1952. An arrogant, womanizing
jai alai player becomes the target
of arevenge plot. 85 min.

Sombra verde (Untouched).
1954. A research scientist lost
deep in the interior encounters a
mysterious, machete-wielding
stranger and his beautiful
daughter. 85 min

El rebozo de Soledad (Soledad’s
Shawl). 1952. A medical
researcher from Mexico City



becomes emotionally involved
with the people of a small village.
108 min.

Rosa blanca. 1961. In the late
1930s, a small landowner
discovers petroleum on his
property. Approached by
American interests, he refuses to
sell, with the usual tragic results.
105 min.
