MUSEUM OF MODERN ART ANNOUNCES RECENT ACQUISITIONS

IN PAINTING AND SCULPTURE

The Museum of Modern Art, 11 West 53 Street, announces an
important group of recent acqulsitions: a seven-foot bronze sculpture
- by Jacques Lipchitz; oils by Picasso, Braque, Duchamp, Miro and
Motherwell; a tempera by Klee; an oll, a watercolor and two mono-

types by Maurice Prendergast; and five examples of graphic art by

Picasso, Matisse, Kirchner and Prendergast. A special exhibition of
these recent acquisitions will be held in the entrance gallery on,

the third floor of the Museum from February 6 through February 24.

James Johnson Sweencey, Director of the Museum's Department

of Painting and Sculpturec, makes the following comments on the new

acquisitions:

"During the last six months the Department of Painting
and Sculpture has made seversl major accessions to 1ts Collec-
tion. Notablec among these are Joan Miro's 1928 Dutch Interior,
a summatlion of the pastoral fantasies of the twentles growing
out of his famous Farm; Braquec's Man with Guitar, 1911, and
Picasso's "Ma Jolic," 1912, the most important analytic cublst
painting by Brague and onc of the finest Picassos of this
stylc in any public museum in the United States; Marcel
Duchamp's Le Passage de la Vierge a 1la Mariée, a fine example
of the pailnting of this key figure of cecarly twentieth-century
art and the firet to enter the Muscum Collection; and Tableau
by Amedée Ozenfant, one of the most complete expressions of
the theorics and practice of the puriet school founded by this
artist with the painter-architect Le Corbusicr.

"It i1s an interesting circumstance that the Braque,
the Picasso and - -the Duchamp were all painted within the same
twelve months., They illustrate on one hand the climax of
Braque's and Picasso's analytic cubism, and on the other the
maturc style of Duchamp which was later to win him the sur-
realists' recognition as & precursor.

"Another valuable group is the four pictures by
Prendergast which provide an i1lluminating cross-section of
the work of one of the most individual of American painters
in the first years of this century: the large oil, Acadla; a

finc watercolor, The Lagoon, Venice;, and two striking
monotypes.

"Jacques Linchitz' seven-foot bronzc figure Benediction
1s the most important sculpture to date by this leader in the
contemporary field, and ties nis latest form researches with
his first transparencies of 1925,"
