Pisher, General
Houses, Inc., Chicago; George Fred Keck, Chicago; Hubert C. Bebb,
Chicago; Hans Oberhammer, Downers Grove, Ill; Robert Paul Schweikher,
Chicago; Hamilton and Gwenydd Beatty, Madison, Wis.; and Joseph
L. Weinberg and Conrad & Teare, Cleveland.

The pre-fabricated house designed by General Houses, Chicago,
is a feature of the exhibition. Burope comsiders this development
as the "General Motors" of the new housing industry. The first
house of this model is nearing completion in Chicago.

Housing projects have been submitted by Hamilton Beatty and
Keck and Schweikher, showing the growth #n this most important
field of modern architecture. The work of these men reveals their
study of the problem in America as well as Germany and Hadland
and proves that the modern style is especially well adapted in principle
and execution to this field.

Ten models will be included by the Museum of Modern Art in the
exhibition. These will be accompanied by enlarged photographs and plans.
