scale., The fact that UNESCO is dedicated to the use of culture,
education and science as tools for the creation of a new and
peaceful world demonstrates that statesmen and pdliticians have
finally hed to recognize culture as an intrinsie fector of
soclety that influences men's entire destiny. It is significant
that this recognition of the i rtance of culture comes at a
time when material progress, guided by politics, has b

the world to the brink of self-destruction. We know that ne
smount of aermements &nd political negotistions based on fear
will e us permanent security until we assert our passion for
a full and creative 1life in a poalGn will to pesce.

"ro fulrill ite pose, UNESCO must concern itself with the
eradication of all those existing prejudices that lead to war
and demonstrate that the progress and happiness of mankind
depend on the cooperaiion of sall nations in the cultural
developmsnt of the world as a whole,

"UNESCO's function as an agenoy concerned with the developmant
of international coopersaiflon incltursl matters deals with the
interchange of artists, sclentists and educators, with the

world-wide distribution of their work and gives assistence to




centers and or genizations devoted to simllar purposes.

"only & few people are aware of the importmce of the arts in

such & program., Many of us are sccustomed to consider them

either & luxury reserved for the rich or a leisure-time activity.

We seem to have forgotten that the arts are the foremost expressions
and interpretations of man's bellefs and aspirations and permeate
every one of his activities. They are, in fact, indispensadble for
the real understanding of any natiom or say group of people and
without them, international understanding and c¢ollaboration would

be impossible.

"UNESCO, as part of the United Nations, functions through the services
extended to it by the various governments of the member nations, It

is from them that 1t receives its pumsm powers and its fundas, Consider-
ing the objectives of UNESCO, it becomes clear that any effective
action in the flield of culture, sclience and art e¢an be carried

out if the people of the world concerned with these fle cooperate
with thelr governments."
