Neariy 200 plates, with descriptive text, illustrate the archi-
tect's work from his revolutionary projects of the twenties to his
recent designs today setting new standards in this country where,
Tor the past nine years, Mies van der Rohe has been Director of
architecture at Illinois Institute of Technology, Chicago. The
architect was first brought to the attention of the American pub-
lic in 1932 when Mr, Johnson directed the Museum's exhibition of
International Modern Architecture and edited its accompanying book,
now long out of print.

Examples of Mies van der Rohe's furniture design and exhibi-
dion installations are included in the new book; and a comprehen-
sive list of works and a complete bibliography make it an authori-
