MUSEUM OF MODERN ART OFFTCIALS UNDERTAEE EUROFEAN SUﬁVE

Mr., John Hay Whitney, Chairman of the Board of the Museum
of Modern Art, announced that Mr, James Thrall Soby, Chairman
of the Museum's Department of Painting and Sculpture, salled
today to select works of modern Italian art for an extensive
exhibition which the Museum is planning to hold next year,

Mr., Alfred H, barr, Jr., Director of the Muscum Collections,
will follow in two weeké. They will also go to France and
England to conduct a survey of the artistic developments thecre
since 1939,

The Italian cxhibition has been undcr consideration by the
Muscum for several years, according to Mr, Séby. Ever since
the war ended in Europe, the Museum has been interested in the
revival which has becn taking place in the crcative arts in
Italy. The evidcnce of vitality, enthusiasm and confidence,
despite very bad ecconomic conditions, made for considerable
interest in Italien artists,

The exhibition ie planned as a further manifestatlion of
American interest in the roevival of crecative cultural forces
in Europe. The traditional interest of the United States in
Italy's great heritage has already becn evidenced by contribu-
tions to the rcstoration of war-dameged historic monuments and
towards the development of markcts for arts and erafts, Accord-
ing to Mr, Boby, the Museum feels that it has a responsibility
towards thc artists of Europe to recognize work done under d4if-
ficult war and post-war conditions and to establish an under-

gtanding relationship with themn,

The exhibition will bring to New York about 150 paihtings
end sculptures and about 50 drawings end prints. It will include
work of internationally important Italian artists of the early
part of the century, among them de Chirico, Bocclonil, Modigliani
and Cerré. There will be a selected group of the older painters
whose work matured in the twenties, such as Morendi, de Pisis
and Campilias. Finally therc will be a scction devoted to the
work of the young artists who have emerged during the past
troubled deccade, The Muscum is looking forward with special
interest to reviewing the works of these ncw artists who,
during and since the war, have aroused so much interest in this
countrye.

Mr, Soby has in prepsration for the Museum a book on
modern Italian art which will be published in connection with
the exhibition,
