land Museum, the canvas was flown to New York from the artist*s studio 

in Paris to complete the representation of the artist1s career with 

an outstanding canvas of 191+8 • 

The billiard table is a recent theme in Braque's work, having 

been the subject of several paintings within the past U or 5 years* 

One of these, painted in 19U5 and now in the collection of the Muscfe 

Nationale de L'Art Moderne in Paris, won for Braque the first prize for 

foreign painting in the Biennial Exhibition in Venice last summer. 

The new Billiard Table, larger than the 19U-5 canvas, is more than 

6 feet wide and Braque's most ambitious composition of the past 10 

years. It will remain on view in the Museum until May 26 when it will 

be returned to Paris for its first public showing in France, The current 

Braque show will remain on view through June 12,
