The People1s Art Center will also offer classes for children 

and young people from 3 to 18 as well as classes for adults in 

drawing and painting, ceramics, jewelry, woodworking and general 

orientation courses. These classes are a year around continuation of 

the principles of art education demonstrated in the annual Holiday 

Carnivals at the Museum of Modern Art.
