The three-bedroom one~story house is planned for a 60! by 120f
lot. The exterior avoids the monotony that frequently goes with the
necessary standardization in housing developments, while the interior
is radically different from most small houses, Several sliding walls,

for example, make the floor plan unusually flexible and help to avoid

small eubicle rooms,

The furnishings also add to the feeling of spaciousness, They
have been selected as examples of good modern furniture readily
available at moderate cost and indicative of new trends in the field.

Gregory Ain is one of the few modern Ameriean architects with
experlence in designing developments for speculative builders. One of
his outstanding contributions to this field 1s the development in the
Mar Vista section of Los Angeles.,
