The class was gliven this year for the first time at the request of
parents who were interested in developing their children's creative
interests and who felt the need of the practical experience of working with
art materials themselves,

The children amd parents were "exposed" to the same materials, but
each was encouraged to work in his own way. After an initial period of
delf consciousness, both adults and children achieved enough confidence
‘;9 offer and take constructive comments from each other, — Children made
"workable" suggestions to their parents, and parents commented on tﬁair
children's work without competing or dietating, according to Mrs. lMoreen
Maser, instructor of the class.
