These photographs, 

which were filed purely in the publishers1 interests 

and only by copyright number and date, have accumu­

lated in the Library of Congress to the number of 

2i million prints. .Lack of further storage space has 

brought them to light, and Mr. Paul Vanderbilt, the 

Library1s Consultant in Iconography, has found among 

them thousands of fascinating portrayals of the 

American scene of the past century, some taken to 

sell to tourists, some for advertising purposes, some 

for historical documentation, and some for pure 

pleasure. From among these, Mr. Edward Steichen has 

selected noteworthy prints for this forthcoming 

exhibition.
