The emphasis in selecting the items will be on the

individual creative ability of the designers, whether the

The aim is
to make a distinguished selection that will represent pro-
gressive design in the U.S., at present.
Paul A, Chew, formerly of Carnegie Institute's Fine
Arts Department in Pittsburgh, will be the assistant in

charge of assembling the objects for a final review on

July 31.

Selections will be made from the following
categories: fabrics, floor coverings, furniture, glass,
jewelry, lamps, plastics, pottery, terrace equipment,

weaving.
