The program will be opened by a special message from 
President Eisenhower. Other speakers will include Dag 
Hammarskjold, Secretary-General of the U. N.; Mayor Robert F. 
Wagner; August Heckscher, Chief Editorial writer for the New York 
Herald Tribune; Professor Paul J. Sachs, Professor Emeritus, 
Harvard University; and William A. M. Burden, President of the 
Museum of Modern Art. Following the speeches, the Museum will re­
main open from 5 to 11 p.m. for a members1 preview of the compre­
hensive showing of paintings from the Museum's Collection. The 
Museum will close to the public at 3 p.m. and there will be no 
film showings on that day, Oct. 19.

JAPANESE HOUSE. Designed by Junzo Yoshimura, well-known contem­
porary Japanese architect, the house was built in Japan and 
shipped to New York where it was reassembled in the Museum's out­
door exhibition area. Based on l6th and 17th century Japanese 
prototypes which have long been regarded as particularly relevant 
to modern western architecture, the house consists of two large 
rooms, several galleries and verandas, attached pavilions for the 
kitchen, tea house and bath, as well as a garden and a large pool,
