The artists whose statements are given and whose work is illustrated in
the book are: the French Bazaine, Dubuffet, Hajdu, Manessier, Pignon, Richier and
Soulages; the Germans Uhlmann, Werner and Winter; the British Armitage, Bacon,
Butler, Chadwick and Scott; the Italians Afro, Burri, Capogrossi, Minguzzi, and
lirko; the Dutchman Appel, and the Portuguese Vieira da Silva,

Each statement is followed by a brief biographical note. Bernard Karpel,
Librarian of the Museum, has supplied a selected bibliography. A catalog of the

exhibition is alse included.
