The cadets, who will be accomnanied by 50 escorting officers, are between

the ages of approximately 17 and 22 and represent the following countries: Belgium,

Brazil, Canada, Chile, Cuba, Deumark, England, France, Greece, Isrsel, Italy, Mex~

ico, Netherlands, Norwey, Peru, Portugal, Spain, Switzerland, Sweden, Turkey, Uru-

guay, and Venezuela.

They arrived in this country on July 23, A simdlar number of honor cadets
of the United States Civil Air Patrol, selected from some 2500 American communities
left to visit twenty-two friendly foreign powers under this International Cedet
Exchange Program which is now in its ninth year. - The. progrem, which is also
sponsored by military air arms and civilian aero clubs in the other participating
nations, is designed to promote world peace and understanding through aviation and
to create an international brotherhood of airminded youth.
