The programs 

will consist of excerpts from musicals of the thirties and SHE DONE HIM WRONG (1953) 

with Mae West (October ktih); a kinescope of the telecast of THE TRIP TO BOUNTIFUL 

(1953) with Lillian Gish, on which the subsequent Broadway play was based 

(October l8th); THE FIGHT FOR LIFE (19^1) directed by Pare Lorentz—the master­

piece of the man who directed'£he Plow that Broke the Plains" and "The River"--

(November 1st); an excerpt from BLONDIE OF THE FOLUBS (1932) with Marion Davies 

as Garbo and Jimmy Durante as John Barrymore, in a take-off on "Grand Hotel," plus 

TWENTIETH CENTURY (193*0 with Carole Lombard and John Barrymore (November 15th); 

the legendary SEVENTH HEAVEN (1927) vith Janet Gaynor and Charles Farrell, Miss 

Gaynor's personal print which she only recently donated to the Film Library's col­

lection (November 29th). The final program, to be held December 13th will be 

announced during the course of the series. 

Admission to the series will be by subscription only; membership is $10.00 

for the series of six. No single admissions will be sold. The showings will be 

held on alternate Thursday evenings at 8:^5 pnu
