in England and Franée and includes an interview during the course of which he

describes his aims as an artist.

The other film is based on the life and work of Walter Sickert, leader

of the avant garde in Pre-World War fdays in London. . Sickert, who died in 1942,

is represented in the exhibition by nine paintings, several o¥ which are shown
and discussed in the film which traces his life in England and Burope.
