"Sixty Years of French Wlm" at the Museum of Motern Art, 11 West 53 Street. 

Jacques Peyder, director of the film, is best known for Carnival in Flanders. 

Hie remarkable achievement in the 1928 Les Nouveaut Messieurs was to translate into 

pictorial equivalent a stage play renowned almost exclusively for witty dialogue. 

The wit remains, in a silent film accessible without barrier to speakers of any 

language. 

A comedy triangle, the plot concerns a ballerina1v involvement with a deputy 

)f the Right and a leader of the Left, the ardor of her affection waxing and waning 

dth their political fortunes. 

Admission to the Museum, 75 cents, includes the film. There is one daily 

showing only a 3 p.m.
