GERMAN ART OF THE 20TH CENTURY. The Museum's major fall ex-
hibition contains 175 paintings, sculptures and prints dat-

^ ^ J ing from the beginning of German expressionism in the first 
decade of the century to a selective representation of re-
ent work. Organized by Andrew Carnduff Ritchie, former Dir­
ector of Painting and Sculpture, now Director of the Yale 
University Art Gallery, the exhibition brings together out­
standing examples of the varied contributions made in Ger­
many to modern art. Expressionist painting and sculpture, 
early abstract pictures, satirical work, Dadaist pictures, 
works from the Bauhaus and work from the last decade are in­
cluded. As printmaking in Germany assumed such major import­
ance in this century, one entire floor of the exhibition is 
devoted to 67 prints, selected and installed by William S. 
Lieberman, Curator of Prints. The City Art Museum of St. 
Louis is collaborating with the Museum of Modern Art on the 
exhibition, which will be shown there after the New York show­
ing. The German Federal Republic has sponsored the exhibi­
tion and is materially assisting in the organization and 
transport of all loans coming from Germany.

PUERTO RICAN FILMS: The Junior Council and the Film Library will 
present the New York premiere of three brilliant Puerto Rican films, 
El Puente, Modesta and El gantero. Produced for the informantion of 
the pe'ople of r,he island, concerned with the impact of modern civil­
ization on an ancient culture, directed and acted by Pueri.o Ricans, 
these films have a rare intimacy, conviction and excitement. Pro­
duced by the Division of Community Education, Commonwealth of Puerto 
Rico, both films have won awards at the Venice and Edinburgh Film 
Festivals.

GERMAN FILM GALA: For an invited audience. His Excellency, Mr.

Oct, 2^, 1957- PAST AKD PRESENT: A Selection of German Films, 1885 to 1957* the 
largest retrospective German film cycle ever held in this country, 
will be launched by a week of new films never before shown in the 
United States. This is the first time the Museum's Film Library has 
been privileged to premiere so large a body of films prior to public 
release. The films have been made available to the Museum through 
the courtesy of Export-Union of the German Film Industry, the German 
equivalent of the Motion Picture Association of America. 
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Planned to coincide with the Museum's major fall exhibition, GERMAN 
ART OP THE 20TH CENTURY, the films will provide an inclusive view of 
the period. Various movements in painting and sculpture - Express­
ionism) t)ie Neue Sachlichkeit (New Realism) and Surrealism - are 
parelled in cinematic forms.

Unique in its sur­
realist and sculptural qualities,hwt related in style to the curvi­
linear Art Nouveau of the turn of the century, Gaudi1 s work in Bar­
celona alone includes the huge unfinished Cathedral of the Sagrada 
Familia, two apartment houses, and a public park. These and many 
other major works, as well as furniture and full-size casts of archi­
tectural details, have been selected by Professor Henry-Russell 
Hitchcock, director of the exhibition. Installation designed by 
Arthur Drexler.

Thru Oct. 20 DAVID SMITH: (born 1906) 3^ sculptures, 6 drawings and paintings, 
the earliest dating from 1936, directed by Sam Hunter, Associate Cura­
tor of the Department of Painting and Sculpture. This is another in 
a new series of exhibitions, 'Artists in Mt-d-career J * which surveys the 
work of contemporary painters and sculptors, concentrating on their 
last decade of activity. Among the first Americans to create welded 
iron sculpture, Smith has been one of the significant innovators of a 
vital new generation of abstract artists. (opened Sept. 11) 

Thru MATTA: (born 1912) 29 paintings, 6 drawings, dating from 1939; dir-
Oct. 20 ected by William Rubin, a member of the faculties of Hunter and Sarah 

Lawrence Colleges. A companion exhibition in the 'Artists in Mid-car­
eer* series. Born in Chile and a long-time resident of Paris, Matta 
is the youngest of the Surrealists and one of the arresting figures in 
the movement. From 1939 he lived for a number of years in New York, 
and his fresh pictorial ideas stimulated an emerging generation of Am­
erican abstract painters. This is his first large museum exhibition in 
America. The exhibition will be shown at the Walker Art Center, Minn­
eapolis, and at the Institute of Contemporary Art, Boston, after the 
New York closing. (opened Sept. 11)
