Seventeen painters are represented in THE NEW AMERICAN PAINTING which will tour
Burope during the coming year. They are: William Baziotes, James Brooks, Sam Francis,
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Arshile Gorky, Adolph Gottlieb, Philip Guston, Grace Hartigan, Franz Kline, Willem
de Kooning, Robert Motherwell, Barnett Newman, Jackson Pollock, Mark Rothko,
Theodoros Stamos, Clyfford Still, Bradley Walker Tomlin and Jack Tworkov. The three
to six major works by each artist, ranging in date from 1945 to 1958, present a
survey of the movement known as abstract expressionism or "action painting."
Twenty-pine private collectors, five galleries and two museums, in addition to the
Museum of Modern Art, have lent the works included in the show,
