Although thege will be the first one-man shows at the Museum of Modern Art for
these artists, both have been included in several group shows and examples of
their work are owned by the Museum,

Paintings by Rothkd and de Kooning are included in "The New American Painting,"
en exhibition which bas just completed a year-long Eurcpean tour and will be on
view at the Museum this summer, Rothko's work was also shown in 15 Americeans
at the Mugeum in 1952 and in the U,S. Representation for the 29th Venice Biennale
organized by the Museum's International Program last year.

De Kooning, whose paintings were gent to the Venice Biennale by the Museum in
195k, is represented by three paintings in the Collection: a canvas purchased in
1948 and "women I" and "Woman II" acquired in the early 50's.
