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CHILDREN 'S CARNIVAL AT MUSEUM OF MDDERN ART 

The Children* s Carnival, held again t h i s year in the Buckminster Ful le r Dome in the 

garden of the Museum of Msdern Art , w i l l be open for children four t o ten years old 

today (October h) through October 30. Designed t o st imulate the c h i l d ' s creat ive 

pagination and s e n s i t i v i t y t o the elements of a r t , the Carnival, which originated 

nineteen years ago a t the Museum, has also been v i s i t ed by thousands of children in 

Milan, Barcelona, and a t the Brussels Worlds F a i r . The project since i t s inception hps 

been under the supervision of Victor D'.Amico, Director of the Museum's Department of 

Education. 

The Carnival consis ts of a gal lery of toys , planned to introduce chi ldren to the 

pleasures of experimenting with color, texture and pa t t e rn ! and a studio workshop where 

they may pa in t , make 3-dimensional constructions and "feeling p ic tures" or col lages . 

For the f i r s t time two devices have been ins t a l l ed outside the Dome t o help adults 

understand the creat ive experience of ch i ldren . Parents manipulate a Collage Inventor, 

designed by Arnold Arnold*, and improvise color compositions on a l a rge Color Player. 

Parents are not permitted in to the Carnival i t s e l f , but may watch t h e i r chi ldren at 

the gate or through the port-holes of the Dome. 

Included in the gal lery of toys are the Giant Builder.and a ch i ld ren ' s version 

of the Collage Inventor, Ruth Vollmer's Furry Cat and Dancing Rooster, and a Design 

Color Window, Color HLayers, Three Dimensional Str ing Design, Str ing Picture fl%kers and 

The High-Low Peephole Viewer, designed by Mr. D'Amico. The studio workshop, under the 

guidance of t r a ined t eachers , i s equipped with easels and collage tab les on which the 

children express ideas stimulated by the t o y s . Colorful Japanese k i t e s are strung 

overhead to de l ight the eye; they are par t of an archive of contemporary Japanese doc­

uments being assembled by the Museum as a g i f t of Mr. David Kung, Tokyo. 

The hour-long sessions begin at 10:00 and 11:15' mornings except Sundays, and every 

day at 2:00 p.m., 3:15 P«m. and !u30 p.m. For the morning sessions there i s only the 

regular 25 cent Museum admission charge for chi ldren; in the afternoons the fee wi l l be 

50 cents , including admission and ma te r i a l s . Reservations may be made by ca l l ing 

the Museum's Department of Education Mondays through Fr idays. (CI 5-8911). 

Hrnold Arnold began t o design toys a f te r Mr. D'Amico di rec ted a Museum exhibi t ion of 
his c rea t ive play mater ia l in 19514. Many of h i s toys are manufactured here and a-
broad. Mr. Arnold, who also wri tes books, i s concerned with play involvement of both 
adults and chi ldren.
