1s expressed through bundled and twisted coils, as in the painted White Coil (1956)
and Congtruction (1958), or by welded rods which soar into space in twisting and ime
pinging planes, Four works entitled Fl¥chenbahn are flat structures formed from ire
v. regularly placed parallel rods or tubes. These range in length from 21 inches to 6
