Problems include 

landscape, still life and the human figure. Illustrated discussions on the history 

of modern art as well as studio work in various media are included in Understanding 

Modern Painting, bv Painting, which meets Fridays from 7*30 to 9'»30 p.m. 

Also available are day end evening classes in drawing, painting and sculpture. 

Primarily for amateurs, the adult courses at the People's Art Center are designed 

to develop the student*s creative ability and to provide pleasure as a leisure 

activity. Enrollment ie limited so that students may receive maximum individual 

attention.
