Saul Steinberg's poster for his own exhibition of drawings in
Washington, D, C. (1952). Auong the other artists whose work is
represented in the album ar~: Bonnard, Chagall, Dubuffet, Matisse,
and Miré6.

Designed by Edwin Lee, the calendar is eight inches square,
has a handsome green and black cover, a convenient spiral binding,
and a bright orange envelope for gift wrapping or mailing.,
