The International Couneil of The Museum of Modern Art, at its spring meeting
at the Detreit Institute of Arts en Monday, April 27, sanounced plans to send
four major exhibitions sbroad and te bring a large painting exhibition to this
country frem Japan.

About T5 paiatings by Rebert Metherwell, well-known Americem artist, will
travel in Burepe during 1966 as one of a series of one-man shows requested by
leading museums sbroad, as will a large show of 60 sculptures amd 35 drawings
by David Smith, a leading Amevican sculpter. A survey of Americam painting
vill be sent to Japan and India sext year under the Council's suspices and in
June, 1965, a large group show of American sculpture will open st the Musée Rodin
in Paris. Modern Sculpture: USA will include work by artists of an earlier
generation, such as Lachaise, up to recent werk by young mem.

Smpaese Axt Todgy, s exhibition of almost 100 works assembled to circulate
in this country under the Council's suspices, will open at the Sam Framcisce
Mugeum of Art in 1965. This will be the first large-scale exhibition of vecent
art from Japan to be shown have.

Walter Dowling, former Ambassador to West Germany, is Chairman of the Council
vhich confists of about 125 art patrens and commmities leaders from various parts
of this country and sbreoad. Mrs. Bliss Parkinson is President. The Coumcil is
a non-profit erganization deveted to cultural exchange in the visusl arts, In
1957 the Council assumed spomsership of The Museum of Medern Art's program of
exhibitions abroed under which, sines 1958, more than 100 shows have been organized
and circulated to over 260 commmities in mearly 60 countries around the world.

Mrs. L. Corrin Stremg, whese husband
vas formerly Aubassador to Nerway, gave the eriginal impetus te the pregram
under which more than 260 works of art have been loamed te 19 United States
Mmbasssadors for their Embassy Residences abroad since 1960, Mrs. Stremg, who
will be present at the Detreit mseting, is now Homorary Chairman of the Art
in Embassies Committes. Mr. Dowling, now Chalrman of the Council itself,
was one of the firet vecipients of works of art when he was Aubassador to
West Geormany.

René d'Harsoncourt, Directer of The Museum of Modern Art and Waldo Rasmussen,
Exscutive Directer of the Intermational Circulating Bxhibitions program, will
be amomg the 50 pecple who will attend the mesting.
